CAESAR ESSAY

Gibbs Lit 2 Class
TRAGEDY -- A literary work depicting a protagonist engaged in a morally significant struggle ending in ruin or profound disappointment. The ruin is essentially as a consequence of some extreme quality which is both his greatness and his downfall. 

This story is called Julius Caesar, but Caesar is a minor character who is killed early in the third act. The main character seems to be Brutus and his tragedy. This story could rightfully be titled The Tragedy of Marcus Brutus

ESSAY QUESTION: 

How is Brutus a tragic figure? What personality traits does Brutus have which make him great and also lead to his downfall? Using quotes and paraphrasing, describe at least three times in the story where Brutus’s personality traits are revealed. Show how those traits caused him to make mistakes that took him from a peaceful life of nobility to his untimely death. 

Introduction: Discuss Brutus and his tragic traits – this is your inference
Body 1: one literal event or conversation that proves his tragic traits; include quote or paraphrase  
Body 2: second literal event or conversation that proves his tragic traits; include quote or paraphrase  
Body 3: third literal event or conversation that proves his tragic traits; include quote or paraphrase
Conclusion
